Short Answers

You will not be a tourist, but will travel as a friend being introduced to new friends. This approach to travel will immerse you more immediately into the joys and challenges of another culture.

International travel is inherently more uncomfortable and stressful than the life most of us experience in the U.S., so please consider that as you move forward with the application. The days will be long and stamina is needed to walk, get in and out of vehicles, negotiate uneven terrain and manage stairs. You will be doing short hikes at high altitude. If you are in good health and can manage these considerations, please continue with the application.

2. What do you hope for in and from your African Road Learning Trip experience?

3. Describe an experience you have had interacting with people from another culture.

4. Describe an experience you have had in dealing with people whose religious or political view-points are different from your own. This may occur in Africa, or even within our Learning Trip team.

5. When faced with a challenging and/or stressful situation, how do you naturally respond/react?

6. Learning Trips include a lot of team interaction, describe how you interact in a team-setting.

7. What unique talents, skills, work or volunteer experience, languages or training do you have that you might contribute during and after this African Road trip?

8. Only a few get the opportunity to join in an African Road Learning Trip. As a team member you get to be an ambassador. Are you willing to champion for African Road, by sharing your stories, and inviting others to join in? Please provide details about specific ways you might involve your own community, family or networks.

Additionally, in the spirit of Hands Free Mama, and of investing in being present to the unique context you have traveled to learn from, we request that screen time be limited and, will on occasion request a phone free/camera free day or segment of time.
